“Every Home A Classroom” TM is a Referral Program to ensure all families with school-aged children have access to a personal computer in the home. 


A Free Internet-Ready Computer System will be provided to low-income families that do not have computers in the home.  This computer will be fully functional with licensed software and will include a monitor, keyboard, mouse and CDROM.  This is at no cost to the recipient.


In return for receiving the computer system, each member of the family that uses the computer is asked to perform 10 hours of community service with a local non-profit organization or school of the families choosing.


Referral Process:

Referral of eligible families to ComputerCorps can be made through public or private education, religious and human service agencies or from individuals from the community.  Referring organizations, agencies or individuals can simply call or email ComputerCorps, or complete the referral forms.
